Admission - Eligibility
Admission for B.A (All Groups)., B.Com., B.sc (All Groups)., & B.B.M. courses.
1. Applicant should have completed intermediate or P.U.C. or its equivalent examination.
2. Students seeking admission in B.Sc., must study two group subjects in intermediate (or) its equivalent courses.
3. Documents that must accompany the filled in application form are 

1. Intermediate marks certificate.
2. Transfer certificate in original from the college last attended.
3. Conduct certificate.
4. The students from universities other than Nagarjuna University(N.U.) must submit the migration certificate.
5. A 9X4 self addressed cover with Rs.3/- stamps affixed on it.
6. A recent passport size photograph affixed on the application form.
7. The original certificates along with three(3) recent passport size photographs should be submitted at the time of interview.
8. Five(5) self addressed postal cards.
9. Students belonging to the schedule Caste (SC)/ schedule Tribe (ST)/ Backward Caste (BC), should enclose the Caste Certificate issued by a competent authority (M.R.O.).
Admission - Procedure

1. Applications for admissions should be made in the prescribed form only.

2. Application forms are separate for each course.

3. Prospectus and Application form can be obtained from the college office on payment of Rs.20/- in cash (or) Rs.25/- by Money Order 

4. Photo Copies of all required documents must be attested by a Gazetted officer and should be submitted along with the application form.

5. Original Certificates are to be produced at the time of the interview.

6. Any false information given by the student may result in cancellation of admission without any notice or intimation.

7. The applicant should write the correct permanent and temporary address with pin code.

8. Signature of the Parent/ Guardian/ Husband is must.

9. Filled in applications should be submitted / mailed to the college office on or before the date mentioned on the application.

10. The College / Institute is not responsible for any postal delays in receiving of the application in time.

11. List of selected candidates for the interview will be kept in the college Notice Board. Applicants should attend the interview at the mentioned time along with his Parent / Guardian.
Discipline
1. Students should not resort to strikes or demonstrations within the college premisis.
2. For charges of miscoduct by student(s) in any manner, the committee may recommend about the penalty to be imposd which may range from suspesnion to expulsion from the college.
3. The Parent / Guardian of the student should take the responsibility for the loss of damages caused by the students to the property of the institute.
Attendance
1. Students are not permitted to appear for the University examination without having the minimum (75%) of attendance as per the rules of the University be in vogue.
2. Students not having 75% of attendance are not eligible for receiving the government scholarships.
3. Students who have not completed compositions, practicals, etc., as per the university rules are not eligible to appear for the University Examinations.
4. Students who do not attend the class exams - term exams will not be permitted to write the university examinations.
5. As per the rules of the Government, students who do not pass atleast half of the subjects will have to continue in the same class.
